Members of the Senate and Members of the House of
Representatives take precedence among themselves according to

the order assigned by the Yang di-Pertuan Agong.

Chairman of Commissions established under the Federal
Constitution take precedence among themselves according to

their respective grades and dates of appointments.

Vice-Chancellors of Universities, Chairman of Federal Statutory
Bodies and Heads of Federal Statutory Bodies takes precedence
among themselves according to their respective grades and dates

of appointments.

Persons not mentioned in the First Schedule will take precedence
in accordance with established usage subject to such special
guidance as may be given by the Prime Minister’s Department

from time to time.

If any doubt arises as to the application of the First Schedule,
reference should be made to the Prime Minister’s Department or,
in respect of items 31, 59 and 67, to the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs.
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
